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NCB officer Sameer Wankhede was part of plot
fo 'kidnap' Aryan Khan, claims Nawab Malik

MUMBAI, NOV 7 /--/
Maharashtra  minister
Nawab Malik today alleged
that Narcotics Control Bu-
reau's (NCB) Mumbai zonal
director Sameer Wankhede
was part of a plot to "Kid-
nap" actor Shah Rukh
Khan's son Aryan Khan for
ransom.

Speaking to reporters
here, Malik claimed that
MohitBharatiyva, former
president of Mumbai BJP's
youth wing, was the "master-
mind" of the plot. Aryan
Khan was last month ar-
rested following araid led
by Wankhede on a cruise
ship from which drugs were
allegedly seized. He was
later granted bail by the
Bombay High Court. Malik
has repeatedly termed the
cruise drugs raid as "fake"
and levelled a series allega-
tions against Wankhede.

The minister today
claimed Wankhede had met
Bharatiya at a 'kabarastan’
(graveyard) in suburban
Oshiwara. "But, because of
his (Wankhede's) good luck,
we couldn't get the footage
since police's CCTV was not
functioning. Hence, out of
fear, Wankhede had lodged a
false complaint that he was
being stalked,"” Malik said.
"The alleged cruise rave
party was a plot to Kidnap
Aryan Khan for ransom, of
which MohitBharatiya was
the mastermind," the NCP
leader alleged. Accusing
Wankhede of being in-
volved in the plot, he
claimed Bharatiyva was a
member of Wankhede's "pri-
vate army". Malik also
claimed that journalist RK

Bajaj and advocate Pradeep
Nambiar were members of
Wankhede's "private army".
The minister appealed to
Bollywood superstar Shah
Rukh Khan to come forward
and support his fight
against injustice. He ac-
cused Wankhede of creating
fear among drug consumers
while protecting peddlers
and traffickers.

He claimed the trap to
kidnap Aryan Khan was

laid through
RishabhSachdeva, the
brother-in-law of

Bharatiya."Rs 25 crore were
sought, and the deal was fi-
nalised at Rs 18 crore...Rs 50
lakh were given. The deal
got spoilt because the selfie
of K P Gosavi (NCB's wit-
nessinthecruisedrugscase)
with Aryan, after his arrest,
became viral,"” he claimed.
The minister further
said there have been at-
tempts to frighten Shah
Rukh Khan that since he
"zave an amount of Rs 50
lakh", he too becomes an ac-
cused. "I appeal to him not
to get scared. If your child is

Rains: Traffic hif, fransport
services affecied

CHENNAI, NOV 7 /--/ In view of heavy rains that led to
inundation here, vehicular traffic, bus and train services

were hit today.

Though there was some delay in respect of a couple of
flights, there was no major disruption in services, airport
sources here said adding even passengers who arrived late
due to showers were allowed to board. Rain water -on run-
ways- was pumped out by workers using heavy equipment
andauthoritiesareoverseeingwork aimedatensuringnormal
services, sources added. Metrorail services were also not
affected, an official said here. There was a visible dip in state-
run bus services, only fewer buses were operated in suburbs
and train services were also affected.

Railway sources said the Basin Bridge yard here was
flooded which led to disruption in routing trains, in and out
of the Chennai Central Railway Station and a long distance
train from Tiruvananthapuram had to be halted at
Tirunindravur in the northern suburb. Suburban train serv-
ices in the Tambaram-Beach line was affected for sometime
asrailway tracks were covered by sheets of water. Rainwater
is being pumped out in affected areas, railway sources said.
An official release meanwhile said "Dr MGR Chennai Cen-
tral-Mangalore Express Special scheduled to leave at 4.20
PM on Sunday is rescheduled to leave at 7.30 PM" due to late
running of pairing train, of about 3 hours and 10 minutes.
Another train, bound for Jaipur would leave at 8.30 PM in-
stead of5.40PM, thereleasesaid. There were trafficdiversions
due to water logging and uprooted trees in several locations
including the arterial EVR Salai, and subways witnessed
inundationupto a height of several feet. Police said the traffic
movement is slow in view of water logging and advised the
people to be cautious. Several people said they found it dif-
ficult to get cabs or autorickshaws while some said drivers
working for cab aggregators declined acceptance for travel.
Motorcycles, scooters and autorickshaws could be spotted
stranded in many locations. Civic and Public Works Depart-
mentpersonnel worked to pumpwateroutininundatedareas
and also placed sandbags in locations including the Anna
Nagar Peripheral Hospital campus. (PTI)

History-sheefer
succumbs; foll in Jammu
shooting rises to three

JAMMU, NOV 7 /--/ A his-
tory-sheeter, who was
among two persons criti-
cally injured in a shooting
incident here, succumbed
to injuries on Sunday, rais-
ing the death toll in the inci-
dent to three, officials said.

They said efforts are on
tonab the two accused in-
cluding a policeman who
used his service rifle to
shoot four persons after a
brawl over some issue in
Salehar village of Arnia in
R S Pura on Friday. Bullet-
riddled bodies of two per-
sons, SabarChowdhary and
ArifChowdhary, were re-
covered while Babar
Chowdhary and Parveen
Kumar were found in a
critical condition and
shifted to Government
Medical College (GMC)
hospital following the
shooting.

Babar Chowdhary, a
history-sheeter who had
served two jail terms under
the Public Safety Act (PSA)
in the past, succumbed to
injuries while being shifted
from GMC hospital to a hos-
pital in Punjab for special-

ised treatment, the officials
said. They said the body of
Babar Chowdhary, who was
the elder brother of
SabarChowdhary, was
brought back to GMC from
Kathua and its post-mortem
is underway. The body will
be handed over to family
members for last rites after
completion of the legal and
medical formalities, the of-
ficials said.

Jammu Senior Superin-
tendent of Police (SSP)
ChandanKohli had already
constituted a special inves-
tigation team (SIT) to probe
the incident and bring the
culprits to book. After ini-
tial investigation,
constableBhopinder Singh
emerged as the main ac-
cused who had fired indis-
criminately from his AK as-
sault rifle on the four peo-
ple, the officials said.

Singh was accompanied
by his former colleague con-
stable Sadeeq and both of
them fled the scene after the
shooting, they said, adding
multiple teams have been
formed to arrest the accused
who are on the run. (PTI)

kidnapped and ransom is
sought and the parent pays
it, he is the victim and not
the accused," Malik said.

Aryan Khan was taken
to the cruise party by Pratik
Gabba and
AamirFurniturewala, he
claimed, adding that
Sachdeva, Gabba and
Furniturewala were let off
by the NCB. "Kashif Khan,
an organiser of the cruise
party, had tried hard to in-
vite state ministerAslam
Shaikh and children of our
top ministers to come to the
party," he claimed. "Besides
cases of Aryan Khan and
Sameer Khan (Malik's son-
in-law), all 26 cases (being
probed by the NCB) should
be given to the SIT for
probe. If there is an attempt
to scare me by putting my
son-in-law's case for re-ex-
amination, let me be clear
that I am not scared," the
minister said.

Malik's son-in-law was
arrested in January this
year by the NCB in an al-
leged drugs case, and was
granted bail in September.

The minister on his Twitter
handle also posted an NCB
notice to issued to one
SanvilleSteanley D'Souza
under the NDPS (Naroctic
Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances) Act, dated
June 23 this year, directing
him to be present at the
agency's office.

Malik claimed this is the
real name of Sam D'Souza,
whose whose name had
cropped up in connection
with the pay-off allegations
in the cruise drugs case, and
released a purported tel-
ephonic conversation be-
tween D'Souza and NCB offi-
cial VV Singh. Hesaid VV
Singh called D'Souza for in-
terrogation in June this year
and had also warned the lat-
ter against changing his
phone handset. "Why hasn't
he (D'Souza) been arrested
yet?" Malik asked, without
revealing the case details.

Bharatiya on Saturday
alleged that one Sunil Patil
from Dhule, "who is closely
associated with NCP leaders
including former
Maharashtra home minister
Anil Deshmukh", is the mas-
termind of the cruise drug
bust episode. However,
Malik today claimed Sunil
Patil did not belong to the
NCP and he had never met
him. He also said the NCB
had challenged the Gujarat
government's forensic lab
report which gave a clean
chit to his son-in-law before
an NDPS court in the al-
leged drugs case.

Malik appealed to the
NCB and the BJP not to
"shield" tainted persons.
"My fight is not against the

NCB or the BJP. It is against
those indulging in wrongdo-
ings. Please supportme.lam
also supporting eradication
of the drugs menace," he
said. Malik also demanded
that action be taken against

NCB's "quartet” --
Wankhede, V V Singh,
Ashish Ranjan and

Wankhede's driver Mane --
claiming they were in-
volved in "wrongdoings" in
the NCB's zonal office.

Meanwhile, Bharativa
said he never mentioned
that he is a BJP
leader.Speaking to report-
ers, he said Malik did not an-
swer as to how
ChinkuPathan, an associate
of fugitive underworld don
Dawood Ibrahim, had a
meeting with the then state
home  minister Anil
Deshmukh. "ChinkuPathan
is a close aide of Dawood
Ibrahim...what was he doing
in the Sahyadri Guest
House on January 20, 20207"
he said.

Bharatiya also said it
was only after his press con-
ference that Malik admitted
he received a call from
Sunil Patil. "He (Malik) was
silent on him," he said. He
further said Malik himself
has admitted that a cabinet
minister was also invited to
the cruise party. "(Minister)
Aslam Shaikh has to
clarify..why and how a per-
son could reach out to the
minister and the sons and
daughters of ministers?" he
said. Bharativa said Aslam
Shaikh should clarify what
is his relation with Kashif
Khan that he was invited to
the cruise party. (PTI)

Climatechangenotsufficientlyintegratedin
countries' education framework: UNESCO report

NEW DELHI, NOV 7 /--/
Climate change is not yet
sufficiently integrated
into the education frame-
work, and only 50 per
cent of the countries em-
phasise on the subject in
their national-level laws,
policies or teaching plans,
according to the Global
Education Monitoring
(GEM) report by UNESCO.

Profiles Enhancing
Education Reviews
(PEER), released by the
GEM teaminthebackdrop
of the UN Climate Change
Conference underway in
Glasgow, is aimed at de-
scribing laws and policies
of countries on Kkey
themes in education so as
to improve the evidence
base on the implementa-
tion of national education
strategies.

"Only 75 per cent
countries cover climate
change subject in their
national curricula frame-
work while only 40 per
cent of them have educa-
tion laws that cover cli-
mate change. At least 45
per cent of the countries
include thesubjectintheir
education sector plans
and strategies,"” accord-
ing to the report. "Refer-
ences are mainly found at
primary and secondary
education levels (90 per
cent). Fewer countries

said.

It noted that Colombia
has assigned a Key role to
its Ministry of Education
in Climate Change Educa-
tion (CCE) and has
adopted a strong legal and
policy framework on the
issue. "It adopted a Na-
tional Climate Change
Policy in 2017, which sets
outfivestrategiesaddress-
ing information dissemi-
nation on science and
technology, education,
training and public
awareness and climate
change management
planning and financing.
The policy includes objec-
tives to mainstream cli-
mate change into the for-
mal education system," it
said.

"Educationisacritical
tool to help populations
understand and address
the impacts of climate
change, and to encourage
changes in attitudes and
behaviour to support
more sustainable life-
styles and develop new
skills and knowledge. Cli-
mate change education
canenhance theresilience
of vulnerable groups and
communities with mitiga-
tion and adaptation strat-
egies, especially in low-in-
come countries, that risk
being disproportionately
affected by these changing
conditions," the report
added.
